6 seven trustees chosen from among the resident citizens of the 

7 county with reference to their fitness for office, and not 

8 more than four of the trustees shall be residents of the city 

9 at which the hospital is located. The trustees shall hold

11 their successors shall be elected, two for a term of two 

12 years, two for four years, and three for six years, and they

33 347.15 PECUNIARY INTEREST PROHIBITED -- EXCEPTIONS. 

34 A trustee other than a physician shall not have, directly 

35 or indirectly, any pecuniary interest in the purchase or sale 
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1 of any commodities or supplies procured for or disposed of by 

2 a county hospital. This section does not apply to a purchase 

3 or sale of commodities or supplies which benefits a trustee if 

4 the benefit to the trustee does not exceed one thousand five 

5 hundred dollars in a fiscal year or to a purchase or sale made 

6 by a trustee of the board of hospital trustees through 

7 competitive bid which is issued in written form and is 

8 publicly invited and opened.
