Per Chapter 15 section 103, the Economic Development Board is allowed their actual and 
necessary expenses incurred in the perfonllance of their duties. 1L also states that each 
member of the board may also be eligible to receive compensation as provided in section 
7E.6. Section 7E.6 stales that a per diem compensation at the rate of $50 is also available 
but lUlder circumstances listed in the section. 

The purpose of the attached code change is to allow the members of the IDED board to 
receive a per diem for attending the monthly meetings as well as reimbursing them for 
their actual expenses. Because of the large volume of materials required for business 
applications, administrative rules, etc., the meetings take two days each month and can 
requiTe considerable preparatory time.

1 Section 1. STUDY REQUEST. The legislative council is 
2 requested to establish an interim committee to study the issue 
3 of compensating members of boards, committees, commissions, 
4 and councils of the executive branch of state government. The
