EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides funding and establishes prograns for
enforcenent, prevention, education, and treatnment for
subst ance abuse, especially nethanphetani ne abuse and sexua
abuse, and for prograns for at-risk youth.

This bill appropriates noneys to the departnent of public
safety for the division of narcotics enforcenent for the
pur pose of enpl oying six narcotics enforcenent agents, and for
the division of crimnal investigation for two crimnalists
within the division of crimnal investigation of the
departnment of public safety to focus on nethanphetam ne
testing.

The bill appropriates noneys to the departnent of public
safety for the establishnent of a clandesti ne net hanphetam ne
| aboratory energency response team and specifies the nmenbers
of the response team

The bill appropriates noneys to the departnment of
corrections for establishing a youth | eadershi p nodel program
to help at-risk youth in a judicial district.

Federal noneys are transferred to the judicial branch for
establishing two pilot programdrug courts.

The bill appropriates noneys to the departnent of human
services for the state training school at Eldora for treatnent
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for substance abusers and sexual predators.

The bill appropriates noneys to the |owa departnent of
public health for additional methanphetam ne treatnment and for
devel opnent of a nodel substance abuse prevention program
based upon the North high school program

The bill appropriates noneys to the governor's alliance on
subst ance abuse for a youth | eadership conference on
ment ori ng.

The bill transfers noneys fromthe health insurance surplus

account to the departnent of personnel for devel opnent of a
| abor managenent substance abuse education program with an
enphasi s on net hanphet ani ne abuse.

The bill directs the cooperative extension service, in
association with the institute for social and behaviora
research, to develop a strengthening famlies programto
assi st comunities providing prograns for famlies with
children between 10 and 14 years of age for prevention of
subst ance abuse, especially methanphetamnm ne abuse. The
program shall be funded through the departnent of education
usi ng federal noneys and state noneys appropriated for use by
communi ties.

The bill requires that the lIowa departnment of public health
i ncl ude a net hanphet am ne educati on program conponent in the
nutrition and health-rel ated education services it administers
under the federal special supplenental food program for wonen,
infants, and children; that grant proposals submtted to the
