The landlord nmust give witten notice to the city
utility or enterprise service that the property is residentia
rental property and that the tenant is liable for such rates
or charges. The bill also provides that the |lien exenption
applies with respect to charges for repairs to a utility or
enterprise service if the repair charges becone delinquent,
provi ded that the danmages resulting in such repairs were not
the fault of the |andl ord.
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
