An Act creating a database of economic development-related
funding sources.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Section 1. NEW SECTION. 15.115 ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ‘
FUNDING DATABASE.
1. The department shall develop and maintain a database

consisting of federal, state, and private sources of funding
for economic development-related activities. The database
shall be available in both written and electronic formats.
The department shall update the database at least annually.

2, On an annual basis, the department shall notify all
local governments and economic development organizations in
the state of the availability of the economic development
funding database.

EXPLANATION

This bill provides that the department of economic B
development shall develop and maintain a database consisting
of federal, state, and private sources of funding for economic
development-related activities. The bill provides that the “
database shall be available in both written and electronic
formats. The bill requires the department to update the

database at least annually. The bill provides that, on an
annual basis, the department shall notify all local
governments and economic development organizations in the
state of the availability of the economic development funding
database.
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
