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1 Section 1. Section 321J.21, Code 2001, is anmended to read
as follows:

321J.21 DRIVING WHI LE LI CENSE SUSPENDED, DEN ED, REVOKED,
OR BARRED.

1. A person whose driver's |license or nonresident
operating privilege has been suspended, denied, revoked, or
barred due to a violation of this chapter and who drives a
nmot or vehi cl e upon the highways of this state while the
Iicense or privilege is suspended, denied, revoked, or barred
comrits a serious msdeneanor. |In addition to any other
penal ties, the punishnent inposed for a violation of this
subsection shall include assessnment of a fine of one thousand
dol l ars.

2. In addition to the fine, the departnment, upon receiving
the record of the conviction of a person under this section
upon a charge of driving a notor vehicle upon the highways of
this state while the Iicense of the person was suspended
deni ed, revoked, or barred shall extend the period of
suspensi on, denial, revocation, or bar for an additional Iike
peri od, and the departnment shall not issue a new |icense
during the additional period.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill provides that a person whose driver's |icense or
nonr esi dent operating privilege has been suspended, deni ed,
revoked, or barred for a violation of the operating while
intoxicated (ON) provisions of the Code conmits the crinme of
driving while the person's |license or privilege is suspended,
deni ed, revoked, or barred only if the person drives a notor
vehi cl e upon the highways of this state while the sanction is
in place. Currently, Code section 321J.21 provides that a
person commts such a crime if the person drives a notor
vehi cl e anywhere while the sanction is in place. The bil
aligns the ON driving while sanctioned provisions with the
driving while sanctioned provisions in Code section 321.218.
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
