This bill anmends Code chapter 477C, relating to dual party
relay service

The bill amends Code section 477C. 7, relating to the
assessnment of tel ephone utilities for the dual party relay
service. The bill elinmnates the current percentage of
assessnent allocated to certain types of tel ephone utilities,
adds wirel ess tel ephone service providers to the list of
tel ephone utilities subject to assessnent for dual party relay
servi ce, and adds that the assessnent shall also be |evied on
revenues fromall intrastate unregul ated servi ces.
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
