  2  2    This bill amends the provisions of the Code relating to the
  2  3 tobacco master settlement agreement entered into by the state
  2  4 and leading United States tobacco product manufacturers.  The
  2  5 bill makes changes to comply with the model Act provisions
  2  6 which were to be adopted by all states party to the agreement.
  2  7    The bill takes effect upon enactment, which must take place
  2  8 prior to March 1, 2001. 
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
