2 3 EXPLANATI ON
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This bill relates to the crimnal offenses of burglary and
forgery.

The bill changes the crimnal penalties for burglary in the
third degree or attenpted burglary in the third degree for a
burgl ary perpetrated upon an unoccupi ed notor vehicle, notor
truck, or vessel. The bill provides that a person who commits
burglary in the third degree on an unoccupi ed notor vehicl e,
motor truck, or vessel commits an aggravated mi sdenmeanor and a
person who conmits attenpted burglary in the third degree on
an unoccupi ed notor vehicle, nbtor truck, or vessel conmits a
serious m sdeneanor. Under the bill, a person who commits a
burglary on any other type of unoccupied structure which
i ncl udes a personal residence comits a class "D' fel ony.

The bill also changes the penalty for forgery froma class
"D' penalty to an aggravated m sdenmeanor.

A serious msdeneanor is punishable by confinenment for no
nore than one year and a fine of at |east $250 but not nore
than $1,500. An aggravated m sdeneanor is punishabl e by
confinenent for no nore than two years and a fine of at |east
$500 but not nore than $5,000. A class "D' felony is
puni shabl e by confinenent for no nore than five years and a
fine of at |least $750 but not nore than $7, 500.
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
