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Section 1. NEWSECTION. 709D.1 FEMALE GENI TAL MJTI LATI ON
FEMALE M NOR EDUCATI ON PENALTY.

1. Except as provided in subsection 2, a person who
knowi ngly perforns female genital nutilation on a fenale m nor
is guilty of a class "C' felony.

2. This section does not apply to a surgical operation
perforned by a licensed nedical practitioner that is necessary
for the health of a female nminor or that is necessary to
correct an anatomi cal abnormality of a female ninor.

3. In any prosecution pursuant to this section, it is not
an affirmati ve defense, and consideration shall not be given
to a belief of the person on whomthe procedure woul d be
perfornmed or of any other person that the fenale genital
mutilation is required as a matter of custom ritual, or
standard of practice.

4. In addition to any other sentence inposed or counseling
ordered, a person convicted of female genital nutilation shal
al so be ordered to attend, at the person's own expense, a
batterers' treatment program pursuant to section 708. 2B

5. In addition to any other court costs or assessnents
i mposed, a person convicted of female genital nutilation shal
pay a twenty-five dollar assessment. The noneys coll ected
under this subsection shall be deposited in the general fund
of the state.

6. The director of public health shall carry out
appropriate education, prevention, and outreach activities to
informthe public about the health risks and enotional trauna
inflicted by the practice of female genital nutilation and to
informthe public and the nedical comunity of the crimna
penalties contained in this section. The director shall work
to obtain private funds to help finance these prevention and
outreach activities

7. For the purposes of this section, "fenale genital
mutilation" means the separation or surgical alteration of
normal, healthy, functioning female genital tissue.

EXPLANATI ON

This bill prohibits fermale genital nutilation of a fenale
m nor which is the separation or surgical alteration of
normal, healthy, functioning fenale genital tissue. A person
who violates the provisions of the bill is guilty of a class
"C' felony, which is punishable by confinement of not nore
than 10 years and a fine of at |least $1,000 but not nmore than
$10,000. The bill provides that a |licensed nedical
prof essi onal who perfornms a surgical operation necessary for
the health of the female minor or that is necessary to correct
an anatomi cal abnornmality is not in violation of the bill.

The bill also provides that a belief that the procedure is
required as a matter of custom ritual, or standard of
practice is not to be considered in any prosecution pursuant
to the bill and is not an affirmative defense. |In addition, a
person convicted of female genital nutilation is also required
to attend a batterers' treatnent programand is required to
pay an assessnment of $25, with the npneys collected to be
deposited in the general fund of the state. The bill also
directs the director of public health to carry out
appropriation education, prevention, and outreach activities
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to informthe public of the health risks, enotional traunm,
and crimnal penalties associated with fenmale genital
mutilation. The director is to work to obtain private funds
to finance the activities.
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
