WHEREAS, Senator Knox is a native Iowan and6

currently resides in Des Moines with his wife Jenna and7

three children Chance, Porter, and Johnnie; and8

WHEREAS, Senator Knox diligently worked to bring the9

people of Iowa together by working across the aisle10

on legislation and coordinating events including the11

Council; and the Iowa Legislative Black & Brown7

executive director of Urban Dreams, a Des Moines10

community services nonprofit, with a mission to create11

equal opportunity and access for people to pursue their12

WHEREAS, Senator Knox has further demonstrated his14

commitment to civic engagement through his volunteer15

and leadership roles for several Des Moines area16

organizations and institutions, including the Children17

and Family Urban Movement, Bankers Trust Community18

Community Foundation of Greater Des Moines, Pro Iowa21

Advisory Council, and the Board of Trustees for Simpson22
