This is an 18-member
board where offenders talk about their offense and talk with their victims or other community members.

Next, Ms. Kuehl introduced Rod Courtney who briefly discussed Family Group Conferencing. Thisisa
program that gets the offender’ s family involved in the probation and parole process.

Ms. Kuehl introduced Virgil Gooding who discussed how to create communities. He is involved in a
program that hel ps people meet othersin the community through free suppers.

Ms. Kuehl then introduced Jennifer Guild who very briefly talked about community outreach in the Fifth
Judicia District.

Jean Kuehl concluded the presentation by discussing their three programming priorities of accountability,
competency development, and community protection.

Representation Eichhorn moved to adjourn the meeting. The motion carried.
