Rep. Alons called the meeting to order at 9:55. Roll call was taken on the
House side. Minutes of the last meeting and Senate attendance were deferred
until the Senate members arrived.

Rep. Alons requested and received unanimous consent for the House Committee
members of Government Oversight to consider HSB 592. Rep. Alons relinquished
the Chair to Rep. Hutter. Rep. Hutter recognized Rep. Alons for HSB 592.
Opening remarks were made, discussion held and HSB 592 passed as a committee
bill with 8 yes, 0 no and 1 absent. Rep. Hutter returned the Chair to Rep.
Alons.

Rep. Alons introduced Warren Jenkins, Chief Deputy Auditor of State, for an
update on audit fees. Questions and answers followed.

At 10:40 AM Committee Senators arrived and were noted on the roll. Minutes of
the last meeting were approved as distributed.

Rep. Alons introduced Ed Stanek, CEO, Iowa Lottery Authority, for review and
discussion of the FY 2006 Budget for the Lottery. Questions and answers
followed. Steve King from Iowa Lottery Authority also answered questions.
Sen. Lundby recommended that the Committee have time to read the packet from
Iowa Lottery authority and have them return for more questions later if
needed. Rep. Alons with concurrence of Chairs requested that the Committee be
given a report of the cash value of prizes awarded. Rep. Baudler requested a
repeat of the display of proposed machines and a list of names of members of
Administration and Regulations Budget Subcommittee at the time the Lottery was
asked to enhance revenue.

Rep. Lensing moved to adjourn.
