Alons
recognized Rep. Raecker for opening remarks on Amendment 502. Rep. Raecker
moved adoption of Amendment 502. Amendment 502 passed via voice vote.
Questions and answers followed on the bill as amended. Rep. Raecker moved
adoption of HF 486 as amended. HF 486 as amended was passed as a committee
bill, 9 Aye, 0 Nays, 0 Abs.

Rep. Alons recognized Rep. Raecker for opening remarks on HF 688. Rep.
Raecker distributed Amendment 201. Rep. Raecker made opening remarks on
Amendment 201.
