The proposed House Appropriations
Subcommittee on Education funding bill and amendments were passed out.

Representative Oldson
provided closing remarks and a vote was taken. 4 Aye, 5 Nay and 0 Absent.

Once again, the Chair recognized Representative Oldson who provided opening
remarks for Amendment 704. Questions and discussion followed. Representative
Oldson provided closing remarks and a vote was taken. 4 Aye, 5 Nay and 0
Absent.

The Chair recognized Representative Wessel-Kroeschell who provided opening
remarks for Amendment 302. Questions and discussion followed and a vote was
taken. 4 Aye, 5 Nay and 0 Absent.

The Chair recognized Representative Tymeson who provided opening remarks for
Amendment 301. Questions and discussion followed. A vote was taken and the
amendment was passed by short form.

Representative Chambers passed the Chair to Representative May. Chairman May
recognized Representative Chambers who provided opening comments for Amendment
701. Representative Frevert was recognized for Amendment 201 to Amendment 701
and provided opening comments. Discussion and questions followed.
Representative Frevert ask for a record vote on Amendment 201. 4 Aye, 5 Nay
and 0 Absent. Chairman May then recognized Representative Chambers to
continue with Amendment 701. Representatives Chambers then moved the amendment
to vote by short form. The amendment carried.

Chairman May then recognized Representative Chambers who presented the
proposed House Appropriations Subcommittee on Education Funding Bill.
