Bill Topic: Continuing Health Coverage for Surviving Spouses and Dependents of State Employees 
                   Killed in the Line of Duty



Currently, surviving spouses and children of peace officers, fire fighters, and certain
employees of the Iowa Department of Corrections are eligible for continued coverage under the
State’s health insurance plan. Additionally, the employing agency may choose to pay all or 
part of the cost of those continuing benefits. In May 2024, a DOT employee was killed while
working on a road construction project. This proposal would allow surviving spouses and 
children of any State employee who is traumatically killed while performing their job duties in 
service to the State to be eligible for continued health insurance coverage. Further, it 
would provide employing agencies the ability to pay the costs of such continuing 
[bookmark: _GoBack]coverage. DAS is proposing a new section in 509A.13E for this legislation.
