That our repreaentatives in the Senate and HOUle of Repreeentativel in 
Congre .. be reqnested to use their efforts to Houre the pauage of a bill 
whioh shall require that before judgments rendezed iu tbe Federal Courts 
litting in the State of Iowa sball become liens upon real .tate, transoriJ)tl 
thereof Ihall be filed with the Clerk of the Court in the County where the 
real eltate i. located and be properly indexed.
