CHAPTER 145.
ADMISSIONS TO SOLDIERS' HOME.

H. F. 18,

AN ACT to amend section twenty-six hundred and two (2602) of the code, relating
to admission of persons to the soldiers’ home.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

Secrion 1. Admissions—certificate of residemnce. That section twenty-six
hundred and two (2602) of the code be and the same is hereby amended by
adding thereto the following:

‘‘Before admission such person shall file with the officer having charge of
such home a certificate signed by the board of supervisors of the county in
which such person resides stating that such person is a resident of such eounty.
Such certificate shall be conclusive evidence of the residence of such person
in all matters affecting the liability of the county with respect to the expenses
of such person in case of insanity or any other cause for which the county may
be liable. If the applicant is entitled to admission and is not a resident of the
state, a record shall bec made thereof on admission. Nothing in this act shall
be construed to bar any person from admission who is entitled to such admis-
sion under section twenty six hundred and two (2602) of the code.”’

CHAPTER 146.

SUPPORT FUND OF SOLDIERS’ HOME.
H. F. 8.
AN ACT to amend the law as it appears in section twenty-six hundred and eight

(2608) of the supplement to the code, relating to the soldiers’ home at Marshall-
town.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

SecrioNn 1. Per capita support. That the law as it appears in section
twenty-six hundred and eight (2608) of the supplement to the code, be
amended by striking out of the second line of said section the word ‘‘four-
teen”’ and by inserting in lieu thereof the word ‘‘fifteen’’.
