CHAPTER 245. 
FISH AND GAME COMMISSIQN. 

H. F. 229. 

A!Il ACT relating to fish and game, and making appropriation for the fish and game 
commission of the state of Iowa. 

Be it enacted by· the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

SECTION 1. Amounts appropriated. That there is hereby appropriated 
out of any money in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 
fish and game commission, fO'r the state of Iowa, the sum appearing herein­
after, or so much thereof as may be necessary 4:0 be expended for the purpose 
expressed, viz.: 

First. For protection of fish and game and payment of deputy wardens, 
and sa1ary .of assistant, the sum O'f ten th(msand dollars ($10,000). 

Second. For gathering fish at Sabula for distribution, mileage of fish car 
and repairs on state fish car Hawkeye, the sum of three thousand dollars 
($3,000). 

Making a total appronriation of thirteen thousand dollars ($13,000). 
SEc. 2. Unexpended balances. Any unexpended balance of money hereby 

appropriated and not required for the purpose mentioned, shall be returned 
to the state treasurer.

• CHAPTER 246 . 
QUARANTINE OF INJURIOUS INSECTS. 

s. F. 349. 

AN ACT to appropriate money for the purpose of quarantining Injurious Insects under 
the provisions of the law as it appears In section twenty-five hundred and seventy-five-a 
forty-eight (2575-a48) and section twenty-five hundred and sevent'y-five-a forty-nine 
(2575-a49) of the supplement to the code, 1907. 

Be it enacted by, the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

SECTION 1. Appropriation-how expended. There is hereby apprO'priated 
out of any moneys not otherwise appropriated the sum of one thousand 
($1,000) dollars or so much thereof as may be necessary, to be expended by 
the state entomologist in the quarantine of dangerously injurious insects UD­

der the provisions of the law as it appears in sections twenty-five hundred 
and seventy-five a forty-eight (2575 a 48) and twenty-five hundred and seven­
ty-five a forty-nine (2575 a 49) of the supplement to the code, 1907. 

SEc. 2. In etfeot. This act being deemed of immediate importance shall 
take effect from and after its publication in the Register and Leader and Des 
lIoines Capital, newspapers published at Des Moines, Iowa.
