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CHAPTER 114
STREET IMPROVEMENTS AND SEWERS
S. F. 320

AN ACT to amend section six thousand six hundred and ten-c sixteen (6610-c16), Iowa
code of 1931, relating to street improvements and sewers in cities under commission
form of government, authorizing return of checks to all bidders except the low
responsible bidder.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

1 SECTION 1. That section six thousand six hundred and ten-c sixteen
2 (6610-c16) of the Iowa code of 1931, is amended by adding immedi-
3 ately following the period (.) at the end of said section the following:
4 “Immediately after the adoption of the resolution of necessity by
5 the city council, the city clerk shall return the checks of all bidders,
6 except that of the lowest responsible bidder, on the improvement
7 adopted by the city council.”

CHAPTER 115

CITIES AND TOWNS. PETITION FOR ABANDONMENT OF CITY
MANAGER PLAN

H. F. 188

AN ACT to amend section sixty-six hundred eighty-seven (6687) of code, 1931, relating
to special election to submit proposition to abandon organization of city or town
under chapter three hundred twenty-eight (328) of the code, 1931, and become a city
or town under the general law governing cities and towns, or resume special charter.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

SECTION 1. Section sixty-six hundred eighty-seven (6687) of the
code, 1931, be amended by striking out lines ten (10) and eleven (11),
and substituting in lieu thereof the following: ‘“Upon the petition
signed by the electors of such city or town, equal in number to
twenty-five per cent of the votes cast in said city or town for all the
candidates for governor at the last preceding general election, a”.
