General Requirements:
 
Speaking time will be 2 minutes per individual and will alternate between pro/con for as long as
possible, written testimony is encouraged but not required.
 
This event will be held in person at the Iowa State Capitol, Room 103. If you sign up to speak,
you must speak in person at the event. An email will be sent to confirm you are on the list to
speak.  
 
Thirty minutes prior to the start of the meeting, you will need to check in with the event
coordinator by Room 103, you must be checked in prior to the public hearing starting. 
 
The meeting will be live streamed via YouTube. The link to the meeting will be provided one
hour (60 minutes) prior to the start of the meeting on Iowa Legislative website.
 
Persons wishing to speak at the public hearing, must sign up electronically at Public Hearing.
 
Persons wishing to speak or leave comments available to the public via the legislative website
may sign up electronically at Public Hearing.
 
Public Hearings and times are as follows:
 
HF 2612 - A bill for an act relating to area education agencies, including modifying provisions
related to the duties and powers of area education agencies, oversight by the department of
education, funding, shared operational functions, and establishing a task force related to area
education agency property and operations, and including effective date and applicability
provisions.(Formerly HSB 713.)
