The City Development Board hereby rescinds Chapter 3, “Petitions for Rule Making,” and adopts a
new Chapter 3, “Petitions for Rulemaking,” lowa Administrative Code.

This rulemaking implements, in whole or in part, lowa Code section 17A.17.
Purpose and Summary

Pursuant to Executive Order 10, the Board rescinds Chapter 3 and adopts a new chapter in lieu thereof.
The new chapter clarifies how to access the Uniform Rules on Agency Procedure and omits unnecessary
language.

Public Comment and Changes to Rulemaking

Notice of Intended Action for this rulemaking was published in the lowa Administrative Bulletin on
December 13,2023, as ARC 7133C. Public hearings were held on January 2, 2024, and January 9, 2024.
No one attended the public hearings. No public comments were received. No changes from the Notice
have been made.
