
149.3 License.

Every applicant for a license to practice podiatry shall:

1. Be a graduate of an accredited high school.

2. Present a diploma issued by a school of podiatry approved by the board of podiatry examiners.

3. Pass an examination in the subjects of anatomy, chemistry, dermatology, diagnosis, pharmacy and materia
medica, pathology, physiology, histology, bacteriology, neurology, practical and clinical podiatry, foot
orthopedics, and others, as prescribed by the board of podiatry examiners.

4. Have successfully completed a one-year residency or preceptorship approved by the board of podiatry
examiners. This subsection applies to all applicants who graduate from podiatric college on or after January
1, 1995.
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
