225C.40 Termination or denial of subsidy hearing.

1. The family support subsidy shall terminate if any of the following occur:
a. The family member dies.

b. The family no longer meets the igibility criteriain section 225C.37.

c. The family member attains the age of eighteen years.

d. The family member is no longer eligible for special education pursuant to section 256B.9, subsection 1,
paragraph "c" or "d".

2. The family support subsidy may be terminated by the department if a report required by section 225C.38,
subsection 3, is not timely made or areport required by section 225C.38, subsection 3, paragraph "a",
contains false information.

3. If an application for afamily support subsidy is denied or afamily support subsidy isterminated by the
department, the parent or legal guardian of the affected family member may request, in writing, a hearing
before an impartial hearing officer.
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
