
52.2 Purchase.

The board of supervisors of a county may, by a majority vote, authorize, purchase, and order the use of
voting machines or an electronic voting system in any one or more voting precincts within the county until
otherwise ordered by the board of supervisors. Voting machines and an electronic voting system may be used
concurrently at the same precinct.
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
