
572.10 Perfecting subcontractor's lien after lapse of ninety days.

After the lapse of the ninety days prescribed in section 572.9, a subcontractor may perfect a mechanic's lien
by filing a claim with the clerk of the district court and giving written notice thereof to the owner, the owner's
agent, or trustee. Such notice may be served by any person in the manner original notices are required to be
served. If the party to be served, the party's agent, or trustee, is out of the county wherein the property is
situated, a return of that fact by the person charged with making such service shall constitute sufficient
service from and after the time it was filed with the clerk of the district court.
