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193E—1.1(543B) Mission of the commission. The mission of the Iowa real estate commission is to
protect the public through the examination, licensing, and regulation of real estate brokers, salespersons,
and firms pursuant to lowa Code chapter 543B, Real Estate Brokers and Salespersons; to administer lowa
Code chapter 543C, Sales of Subdivided Land Outside of lowa; and to administer lowa Code chapter
557A, Time-Shares.

The commission is a policymaking body with authority to promulgate rules for the regulation of the
real estate industry consistent with all applicable statutes. Administrative support services are furnished
by the professional licensing and regulation division of the department of inspections, appeals, and
licensing. The commission or duly authorized representative may inspect subdivided land outside of

Iowa pursuant to Iowa Code section 543C.4.
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
