The boardmay impose any of the disciplinary sanctions
provided in Iowa Code section 272C.3 when the board determines that the licensee is guilty of any of
the following acts or offenses or those listed in 645—Chapter 13:

Failure to comply with the Ethical Principles of Psychologists and Code of Conduct of the American
Psychological Association, as published in the December 2002 edition of American Psychologist and
including amendments effective January 1, 2017, hereby adopted by reference. Copies of the Ethical
Principles of Psychologists and Code of Conduct may be obtained from the American Psychological
Association’s website at www.apa.org.
