191—58.5(510) Renewal procedure. A third-party administrator that wants to maintain its certificate
of registration in Iowa shall file a completed request for renewal within 60 days prior to the expiration
date on the certificate of registration.

58.5(1) The division shall provide notice to the third-party administrator of the upcoming renewal
date.

58.5(2) The renewal form shall be filed in a manner as prescribed by the division. The renewal form
shall be accompanied by the fee specified in rule 191—58.18(510).

58.5(3) Renewal requests filed after the certificate expiration date must include the late fee specified
in rule 191—58.18(510).

58.5(4) A third-party administrator that allows the certificate of registration to lapse and does not
renew within one year from the expiration date must apply for a new certificate of registration.
