INTRODUCTION OF BILLS

House File 2076, by Rinker, a bill for an act relating to
supplemental aid and modified supplemental amounts for certain
school districts relating to open enrollment and including effective date
and applicability provisions.

Read first time and referred to committee on Education.

House File 2077, by Collins and Harris, a bill for an act relating to
higher education, including requiring the cancellation of the
recognition or registration of public institution of higher education
student organizations that support or endorse terrorism or certain
specified terrorist organizations, prohibiting students enrolled in
institutions of higher education who support or endorse terrorism or
certain specified terrorist organizations from receiving certain
specified forms of financial aid, modifying the duties of the attorney
general, and including effective date provisions.

Read first time and referred to committee on Education.
